Description: Strengthening of the underside of the road bridge carrying the
busy Al over the railway. The works were carried out during a
52hour possession of the railway. The works were carefully
planned to ensure that the all plant, labour and materials were
clear of the track 2 hours before the re-opening of the line. Works
on site progressed very well and the works were completed 17
hours early.

Pre-fabricated steel hogging plates were installed and secured
using epoxy resin mortar. Dry pack mortar was packed above the
new plates to help strengthen the bridge structure.

The works were carried out using internal Barhale plant, labour
and transport, this included site setup and welfare facilities and
the provision of our own protection staff.

We were the principal contractor under the CDM regulations and
we were the main contractor to TfL and Network Rail under our
C.A.C. (Contractors Assurance Case)
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
